SOCIAL PROTECTION AS A TOOL TO ACHIEVE
INCLUSIVE AND SUSTAINABLE GROWTH

Mozambique has been one of the fastest growing
economies in Africa over the last two decades and has
a strong record of macroeconomic stability. Despite
this, it remains one of the poorest countries in the world
with half of the population living in chronic poverty;
high rates of unemployment, HIV prevalence and
stunting; and recurrent food insecurity.

The Government of Mozambique and stakeholders
have taken steps towards the progressive establishment
of a national social protection floor (SPF), as a tool to
ensure sustainable and inclusive economic growth while
reducing poverty and vulnerability.

With support from the ILO and other UN agencies, the
Government of Mozambique has made progress
towards the consolidation of basic social protection
programmes through the establishment of a legal and
regulatory framework for social protection. Thanks to
advocacy efforts by the ILO and the UN, the
Government increased the fiscal space dedicated to
social protection, from 0.18 per cent of GDP in 2008 to
0.59 per cent in 2017. This has led to a remarkable
expansion in the number of beneficiaries covered by
basic social protection programmes from 183,000
households in 2008 to 540,000 in 2017.

SOCIAL PROTECTION LANDSCAPE

Existing social protection programmes in Mozambique
include cash benefits for older persons and people with
disabilities; support for vulnerable groups such as
malnourished and orphaned children, and people with
HIV; a public works programme; and social services.

Despite the progress so far, there are significant
challenges — issues in implementation, limited financial
capacity and a need to improve the policy framework.
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ILO SUPPORT IN MOZAMBIQUE

The Basic Social Protection Strategy (ENSSB) came to an end
in 2014. The Government then requested the ILO for
technical support to design a new phase, ENSSB 2016-24.
The new phase was endorsed by the Council of Ministers in
February 2016 and provides a platform for the progressive
realization of SPF guarantees in Mozambique. It envisages
significant expansion of coverage of older persons and
people with disabilities under the flagship cash transfer and
the gradual introduction of a child grant with an increase in
the benefit package.

The ILO has also led the design of e-INAS, a management
and information system (MIS) for the non-contributory
scheme, to increase efficiency and transparency. e-INAS
started operating in 2018.



A LIFE OF ANXIETY

Regina is a 65 year old widow living in Malhanzine, a rural town in Mozambique. In d‘

» Support programme design and implementation,
roll out e-INAS at the decentralized level, and design
an integrated M&E system for social protection
programmes. Support integration of contributory
and non-contributory MIS to enhance effectiveness
and coverage expansion.

» Develop capacity at central and local levels on
integrated  benefit delivery, e-INAS, financial
management (including budget analysis) and M&E.

» Share the country’s experience through country
briefs and documentary films'.

» Support policy design to effectively increase
coverage of workers in the informal economy.

» Support the design of the health insurance scheme,
ensuring Universal Health Coverage is applied.

» Assess the economic impact of social transfers on
the local economy, to advocate to the MOF for
increased fiscal space for social protection.
