Key highlights of the discussion
· Participants were briefed on the establishment of the Regional Thematic Work Group on Social Protection for Europe and Central Asia (TWG-SP-ECA)_ and on requirements for countries, namely:
· Identify country level experts to be part of the working group
· Map current and planned activities in SP
· Develop joint position and advocacy on SP action at country level
· Discuss opportunities for joint action in line with the guidelines 
· The establishment of the TWG-SP-ECA is due to fact that:
· SP is identified as priority for the region (gaps in coverage and quality of SP, growing inequality and disparities, slow pace of reform done in fragmented way and focusing on single elements (el. pension reform) 
· SP prioritised in UNDAFs, however scattered approach in implementation and implemented through standalone activities (no one UN approach)
·  SP work should be guided by and aligned to the UN CEB Social Protection Floors Framework (2009) and the adopted in 2012 Social Protection Floor Recommendations (No 202)
· SP is part of the SDGs - target 1.3.
· Two key initial recommended actions are there for UNCTs:
· Joint assessment (diagnostic of the social protection situation; realistic cost projection for coverage reform and expansion proposals. Achieved through Assessment based national dialogue (ABND) with national authorities, employers’ workers’ representatives, civil society and the UN to formulate recommendations in line with government strategies and international commitment). 
· Support coordinated delivery at country level (focused on coordination, delivery and M&E; Included situation analysis, solution design, solution implementaiton)
In follow up discussions:
· It was clarified that Moldova will not be eligible for funding through the Delivering Results together Fund as we do not have a joint UN fund here. 
· The initiative is very timely and well in line with Moldova UNPF. We need to build up on the UNFP MTR and the planned for next year Common Country Assessment (as entry points)
· Process to be aligned also with national priorities and agenda and feed into the Sector Council process
· Need to map initiatives and identify gaps. Initiatives to be mapped according to SPF framework criteria / areas
· Comparison between SPF framework criteria / key areas and national priorities (to see if aligned and if there are gaps) 
· Agree on joint assessment priorities – Joint assessment to feed also into the Common Country Assessment process
