Is there a relationship between Firm Survival and Social Protection Compliance? 
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• Panel of 595 exporting garment firms implanted 

in Cambodia assessed between December 2005 

and April 2014 

 

• Firms are assessed repeatedly at approximately 

10-month intervals until either the factory closes 

down or the end of observation is reached 

 

• 29%, or 173 factories, closed during the period of 

observation
