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What is social security/protection?

Social security/social protection is the set of measures provided by
society to protect its members from:

» Poverty and social exclusion

 The financial consequences of “life cycle risks” (ill health, sickness,
disability, maternity, employment injury, unemployment, old age, or
death of a family member)

* Insufficient family support particularly for children and adult
dependants
