Discussion, decisions and assignments
Khun Ratchakorn from UNESCO was welcome in the team and presented the UNESCO education policy and reform unit
1. Report of UNCT meeting (June 30) 
· Although the structure on the linkage between SPFJT and Social Inequality Working Group hasn’t been concluded yet, the team was encouraged to proceed and develop a proposal for concrete activities to conduct as a Joint team (joint planning).
· The UNPAF steering committee (USC) will meet later this month to decide on a detailed structure of the new sub-group and the existing joint teams.
· How to develop cooperative relationships between UNCT and the Thai government (NESDB, Prime Minister’s advisor, etc.) is still unclear.
2. Review of Calendar of SPFJT’s Activities (2010)
 – based on SPF JT guidelines’ annexes. See new version attached -

· Development of a common understanding of “who does what”

It was agreed that sharing information on “who does what?”(sharing of organizations’ activities) was still valuable. Participants committed to fill in the organizations ’form on the GESS Thailand SPF page, using the matrix developed earlier before next meeting.

· Documentation and dissemination of Thailand’s experience 

The Thai SPF success story (UCS and 500 baht pension) was presented at the workshop in Turin, Italy between 8 and 9 July. The sub-group working on this activity (ILO, WHO and UNFPA) will hold a meeting with the two authors at their return to develop further the success story before the final deadline of September, 20. Other participants were invited to join the mailing list created on GESS (http://list.gess.ilo.org/sympa/info/spf_thailand)

A discussion on how to disseminate the success story at national level followed. The added value of the success story is not about repeating technical points already developed in research papers but rather to focus on the political process (policy-making process, role of political economy, advocacy tools, etc) and center on these cross-cutting implications.

It was reaffirmed that the success stories will need to be adapted to fit the audience before being disseminated at national level. It was proposed this dissemination to be done during the Development Cooperation Seminar which could be organized towards the end of the year (October). The seminar will also address some of the policy recommendations towards development of a comprehensive social protection floor initiative.  

Concerning the information dissemination through the GESS platform, the thematic pages of the Thai Social Protection pages like child allowance progressively need to be filled in or updated appropriately.

· SPFI communication tools and methods developed at global level
The need to enrich communication/ advocacy/ education tools at the regional and national level through joint work was mentioned. It could possibly be financed through external funding from ILO.
· The activity concerning the conduction of an assessment was developed in the third point of the agenda.
3. Rapid Assessment (RA) of Thailand’s SPF 
· The Rapid Assessment by SPFJT will produce a “concrete” contribution to the on-going process of the next UNPAF.

· TOR of SPF Rapid Assessment at global level is now under development.

· Purpose of RA:
The Operational objectives are as followed:

- Provision of a first evidence base to assess the situation and be able to monitor progress. 

- Stocktaking/Mapping: identifying the existing social protection programs/schemes covering the elements of the SPF, identify the actors active in social protection in the country 

- Collaboration and national dialogue: Launch discussions on the SPF process and how to build a Social Protection Floor in Thailand by involving main stakeholders in the development of the methodology based on existing tools/ data and the making of the baseline. ( Potential starting point for the inclusion of government and other stakeholders. It could generate an efficient flow of information and exchange on SPF activities between government institutions and participating UN agencies, development partners and other actors involved.
- Analysis: identification of the covered population and the benefit levels of the social protection programs in the country, the good practices, the weak points, the priority needs, the potentials and constraints. 

The existing social protection schemes/ services will be assessed through their population coverage and coverage adequacy. 
· Outputs of Rapid Assessment will be the development of an assessment tool and the conduction of  a 1st assessment (baseline) which will be made presented as an assessment report and made available on GESS
As preparatory work, it was decided to:

1. Identify the key players who will be involved in designing and conducting the rapid social protection floor assessment: Government institutions, UN-agencies, projects, donors, civil society organizations, social partners, NGOs social security schemes/programs, etc. It was suggested to be really careful in the selection of the partners involved.
2. Constitute a toolbox made of all available tools which can be used to carry out the assessment (child poverty studies from UNICEF, SPI (ADB), WFP tools for food, etc. 

3. Identify all relevant national stakeholders, government institutions and participating UN-agencies in the country who may constitute valuable sources of information to be consulted with when conducting the assessment and inform them about the SPF-Initiative and the country rapid assessment;

4. Gather all existing reports, assessments, studies conducted by any of the above actors during the past 5 years (e.g. child poverty analysis, CPIAs etc) through the GESS platform

· It was highlighted that there will necessarily be a trade-off between the rapidity and level of accuracy in the rapid assessment which is focused on a simple but robust methodology. The analysis is not meant as a substitute for more complex and probably accurate social security coverage or performance indicators.

· The next steps are as follow: Meeting with TDRI(within July), draft TOR of RA & concept note on methodology, Preparatory works and Funding issue.
· As for the trial version of RA in Health Care by Jo, Hyung Kyu, it was stressed that a great number of research resources already exist and should be used for the assessment; that the point would be to collect properly and “cook” “the ingredients” by the same “recipe”, adapting the Thai terminology. WHO highlights the fact that it will still require staff time and people need to commit.
It was pointed out that it is needed to define well our joint work through national dialogue given that SPF, as another UN jargon, is still unclear to the Thai government.
4. AOB 
· UNICEF shared the discussions they had during a meeting with TDRI. 

· Training program (Designing and Implementing Social Transfer, Oct. 24 – Nov. 6, ChiangMai) by HAI (HelpAge Int’l)
· In the meeting with UNICEF on child allowance, NESDB officials referred to the need of external sponsor for the training cost around 5,000 USD per one trainee. 

- An intervention by SPFJT could be done at the training. 

· Visit by a South African high-level official on child allowance to NESDB 
· The official will have a consultation especially on political economy and advocacy works for child allowance around 17-8 July the exact time of which will be informed later.

· Capacity Building Activity by ILO in Bangkok, early 2011
· The activity is designed for ILO specialists but, other UN agencies will be possibly able to attend at the session of “Social Budgeting” etc. 
· DCS (Development Cooperation Seminar) by UNCT will be held in the early of Oct.
· “Calendar of Organizations’ Activities linked to SPF-2010” needs be filled in by each member of SPFJT for information-sharing.
