1. Sharing of Turin workshop experience 
· Good points
: the co-authors found out that the Thai success story is focused more on “process” than on “broad description” most of the success stories are about which means the Thai story is well structured to the directions of this workshop; that Latin American countries clearly understand “social justice” and “basic concepts of each social protection scheme in the region” which is different from the Thai situation (low level of understanding among lines of ministries, more focus on implementation stage than on shared social protection philosophy); that Mexico has put a strong control tower of social protection programmes in place which is contrary to the weak organization of Thailand.

· Bad points
: Mainly due to time shortage and language barrier, participants could not have enough time to discuss with each other; “Key lessons and challenges identified by participants” are the only short feedback an organizer has recently sent to the co-authors.

· An interview to be conducted and uploaded on GESS
: The co-authors agreed with a suggestion that ILO members have a paper-based interview with them on some details of the workshop for sharing with other SPFJT members on GESS.
2. Support of a revised version of the success story
· Given the deadline of 15 Aug for a revised version, the co-authors will share their draft with SPFJT around 9 Aug. for some comments.

3. Nationalization of the success story
· The co-authors highlighted that “national workshop” and “capacity-building programme for government officials” are needed for deeper understanding of SPF concept and consensus-building rather than “specific technical issues”; that “translation of SPF core documents into Thai language” and “use of communication tools like media” are all important for the general public including university students as a future policy-maker. 
· Participants all agreed that this workshop is just a starting-point under the on-going process of SPF building in Thailand.
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
