1. UNPAF: Process, Scope, Roadmap, Pririties and Workshop on 24-25 Nov
Jittima briefed the Group about the first meeting of SEE, four priorities areas have been identified, namely: Data and Statistic, Social Protection, Decentralization and Human Rights. Dr. Somchai briefed the Group about the second meeting of SEE. He mentioned that the JT on Statistics, JT on Social Protection and JT on Human Rights were identified. There was a discussion on decentralization issues, however, no concrete conclusion on it. 
Barbara explained that the Group needs to take on tasks beyond SPF, and prepare a set of priority areas for the UNPAF discussion with CSOs on 24-25 November. Jittima added that the UNPAF strategic meeting with the government in September and the DCS on Social Protection on 5 November seems to have common priorities areas i.e. data and information, accessibility and coverage, financial sustainability, and structural mechanism and coordination.  
The Group agreed that SPFJT’s work during the UNPAF cycle of 2012 – 2016 should have a broader focus than the basic floor, and to look at the demand side, linking it the availability of services. So, the Group agreed to the three priority areas:

1. Social Protection Floor

2. Towards higher benefits of social protection, and 

3. Sustainability of the system

This will cover both availability as well as accessibility at all levels. It will provide room for UN agencies to work together in a jointly manner.

During the discussion, it was highlighted that linkages and coordination between this Group and the other Joint Teams would be essential, especially in relation with data and statistic. The Group requested the UNRC to coordinate our request to the JT on Statistics since we will need statistical inputs from them to complement the work that this Group will do in the future. 
The Group also discussed about the membership of other UN agencies such as IOM. To make this Group functions appropriately and to reach the outcomes, scope of work and memberships need to be limited and focused. This could also be the decision of the UNCT or the SEE Group in consultation with the SPFJT Group members.
Remarks and Follow up:

· Celine will draft an UNPAF matrix for the Group and send to all members.
·  Members of the group are requested to send the comments and feedbacks to Celine.
· A co-chair of the Group from the government side needs to be identified, as soon as we have a clearer picture on the priorities and the government mechanism on social protection/ welfare society.
· The Group will need to identify a representative to facilitate the discussion on social protection at the UNPAF meeting on 24-25 November (preferably someone who speaks Thai.
· The Group will need to meet, discuss and be in contact with Thai government, NESDB, Academic, CSOs in order to be able to identify and finalize the UNPAF priority , outcomes and outputs on social protection.
