DCS: Report, Recommendations from the DCS

Pink explained the Group she consolidated all comments on the report of the Development Cooperation Seminar sent by the different agencies and sent it through email for a last round of comments (if any). The final version of the report, together with the recommendations should be finalized by December 10 so any additional comment should be sent beforehand.

The group went then through the policy recommendations from the DCS drafted by UNRCO and provided a set of comments/ modifications which will be included in an updated version by Pink.

UNPAF: Update of UNPAF workshop on 24-25 Nov, matrix, and way forward 

Members of the team present to the workshop on November 24-25 briefed the group about the meeting. Priority areas for the UNPAF as drafted in the first version of the matrix were discussed through a working group facilitated by Khun Somchai from WHO. Despite the rather small numbers of CSOs present at the meeting, several issues were brought up and discussed the next day with representatives from the government.  (see document sent by Celine on November 30). The issue of representativity of CSOs was mentioned during the 2 day workshop: social protection being a cross cutting issue, it includes topics many NGOs deal with.

The necessary ownership and guidance of the overall UNPAF process by the government was reiterated. During the discussion, it was highlighted that the Group will need to meet, discuss and be in contact with Thai governments (MSDHS, MoL and SSO, MoF, NESDB, Thai Health Promotion), Academic (TDRI, Chula university), CSOs (incl. communities and local organizations -to be identified) in order to be able to finalize the UNPAF priorities, outcomes and outputs on social protection developed following the DCS and the two UNPAF meetings. The willingness not to create a parallel process to the National Committee was mentioned: efforts should be rather put in making sure the dialogue within the Committee is inclusive. 

The role of the private sector, as defined in the 4th pillar of the welfare society strategy – social promotion was also discussed and some concerns were expressed to which extent CSR (which is voluntary) could be considered as playing a key role in financing the system. 

The need to develop an advocacy plan was reaffirmed, notably for the media to give a better understanding of social protection and universalism.
