Session Note:

Even when workers are legally covered either by contributory or tax-funded schemes, challenges to afford the costs and comply with the regularity of contribution; complex and burdensome administrative procedures; lack of enforcement and monitoring mechanisms; shortcomings in targeting mechanisms and delivery of services; lack of information, awareness and trust are many factors that contribute to leaving workers and their families without protection. 

Objective of the session:

Discussions during this session will share concrete cases when social protection policies and laws struggle to reach their objectives because of implementation issues. The session will present preliminary findings of a sectoral assessment of social security deficits conducted in Viet Nam and Indonesia, and will listen to concrete experiences from Zambia. 

Format of the session and methods:

The main facilitator will present the methodology and preliminary findings of the sectoral assessment in Viet Nam and Indonesia, using a power point support, during 20 minutes. Viet Nam will be presented in a larger extent. 

The facilitator will then invite two countries to react and share their own perception of the impediments to extend coverge. The two countries are Zambia and Indonesia. Each discussant will have 10 minutes to talk about their country experience, using power point slides could be introduced (not more than five slides). 

[bookmark: _GoBack]In an open discussion (20 minutes), the participants will share their views on whether such difficulties are also perceived in their respective countries. Solutions will be part of discussions during the next day, so the facilitator should intend as much as possible to concentrate the debate on challenges and issues for extending social protection.
