Session Note:

Experiences show that the way countries will combine their social protection system and reach universal social protection is specific to each national context and call for innovative policy solutions.

Objective of the session:

Discussions during this session will aim at stimulating new ideas and innovations for extending social security coverage in ASEAN, reflecting on concrete country experiences.
Format of the session and methods: 

The session will take the form of sub-group discussions and presentations to the plenary. The groups correspond to the four sub-groups that were formed during the morning’s first session (8.30-10.30). 

Each sub-group will be asked to write down at least three key lessons learnt and ideas they have learned from the country experience, and believe would be interesting to further explore in their own national context. The sub-group may not reach a consensus on the three key messages because national context differ, and additional cards can be provided. 

Each sub-group will be asked to present those key messages, and reasons why the sub-group thinks it could work or not work in their national context.  

The session will close with a brief presentation of forthcoming ILO’s initiatives related to extension of social protection, notably the preparation of a Global guide on extending social protection to workers in informal economy, and activities of the ILO/Japan Project, Extending Social Security in ASEAN. 
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
